NOTICE OF ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

(As required by Texas Property Code §92.3515)

A.
 
An applicant is qualified for housing assistance if he or she meets all of the following criteria:



1.

Is a family defined as




Two or more persons (with or without children) regularly living together, related by blood, marriage, adoption, guardianship or operation of law who will live together in  Authority housing; OR two or more persons who are not so related, but are regularly living together, can verify shared income or resources who will live together in Authority housing.

“Family” also includes:  Elderly Family, Near Elderly Family, Disabled Family, Displaced Person, Single Person, the remaining member of a tenant family, a foster care arrangement, or a kinship care arrangement.   Other persons, including members temporarily absent (e.g., a child temporarily placed in foster care or a student temporarily away at college), may be considered a part of the applicant family’s household if they are living or will live regularly with the family (24 CFR 5.403)



2.

Is a family that meets the HUD requirements on citizenship or immigration status; (24 CFR 5.500 - 5.528)





a.

A family is not eligible for full housing assistance unless every member of the family in the unit is determined to be either a U. S.  citizen or have eligible immigrant status as defined by the regulations.





b.

A Mixed Family (in which one or more family members is determined to be ineligible on the basis of immigration status) may be eligible for prorated assistance.






3.  

Has an Annual Income at the time of admission that does not exceed the low income limits for occupancy posted in the Authority office. 



4.

Provides a documented Social Security number for all family members.   (24 CFR 5.216)



5.

Meets or exceeds the Applicant Suitability Screening 





a.

Past performance in meeting financial obligations, particularly rent, is satisfactory (where nonpayment or late payment of rent  has occurred, Authority will take into account extenuating circumstances, such as family illness, loss of job, etc., that may have caused the delinquency).





b.

No  record of disturbance of neighbors, destruction of property, or living  or housekeeping habits which adversely affect the health,  safety or  welfare of other residents (this includes alcohol abuse where the abuse  results in behavior which interferes with the health, safety, or right to peaceful enjoyment of premises by other residents)





c.

No history of criminal activity involving crimes of physical violence to persons or property; possession, sale or use of illegal substances; or any  other criminal acts that adversely affect the health, safety or welfare of themselves or other residents

B.

Right to a Hearing 



 1.

All applicants who are denied by the Authority will receive a letter that informs  them of their right to request in writing, within ten (10) days of receipt of the denial letter, a hearing with the Executive Director or his/her designee.



2.

A hearing may be requested as a result of denial based on preliminary application information or on results of the final verification and screening process.



3.

Upon receipt of the applicant’s written request, the Authority and applicant will  agree on a time for an informal hearing, which should occur within the 30-day  period following the denial date.

C.
 
If misrepresentations on the Application for Admission  are determined before the family is housed, the family will be denied housing.  If misrepresentations result in housing an ineligible or unsuitable family, the family may be required to vacate even though currently eligible. If misrepresentation or failure to provide facts has resulted in payment of a lower Total Tenant Payment than  should have been paid, the family will be required to pay the difference between the Total Tenant Payment paid and the amount which should have been paid. In justifiable cases, the Authority may take such other action as deemed reasonable.

I have reviewed the Authority's tenant eligibility and selection criteria and I understand that tenant selection criteria may include factors such as criminal history, credit history, current income and rental history.  I further understand that if I do not meet the selection criteria, or if I provide inaccurate or incomplete information, my application will be denied.
