AMENDMENT TO PROCUREMENT POLICY

REGARDING EXPENDITURES OF CAPITAL FUND STIMULUS GRANT UNDER THE AMERICAN RECOVERY AND REINVESTMENT ACT OF 2009 (ARRA)

Housing Authority of the City of __________________

Background:  

On February 17, 2009, the President signed the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).  This legislation includes a $4 billion appropriation of Capital Funds (referred to as Capital Fund Stimulus Grants) to carry out capital and management activities for public housing agencies, as authorized under section 9 of the United States Housing Act of 1937.
The obligation and expenditure requirements found at section 9(j) of the 1937 Act regarding the obligation and expenditure of  funds under the regular Capital Fund Program do not apply.  The Recovery Act provides for alternate obligation and expenditure deadlines (and penalties) as follows:
· PHAs must obligate 100 percent of the grant within one year of the ACC amendment effective date.  At the one year date all unobligated funds will be unilaterally recaptured.

· PHAs must expend at least 60 percent of the grant within two years of the ACC amendment effective date.  At the two year date, if less than 60 percent is expended, all unexpended funds will be unilaterally recaptured.

· PHAs must expend 100 percent of the grant within three years of the ACC amendment effective date.  At the three year date, all unexpended funds will be unilaterally recaptured.

The Recovery Act provides that any requirements relating to the procurement of goods and services arising under state and local laws and regulations shall not apply to Capital Fund Stimulus Grants.   The Act states that PHAs shall amend their procurement standards and policies as necessary in order to expedite and facilitate the use of the funds. 

Amendment:

THE FOLLOWING AMENDMENT APPLIES ONLY TO EXPENDITURES ASSOCIATED WITH THE CAPITAL FUND STIMULUS GRANT AWARDED TO THIS AGENCY AND WILL EXPIRE WHEN ALL OF THE STIMULUS FUNDS HAVE BEEN EXPENDED.

Pursuant to the requirements of ARRA, the Procurement Policy is hereby amended as follows:

BUY  AMERICAN REQUIREMENT

The “Buy American requirements of Section 1605 of the Recovery Act” of 2009 shall be included as a part of any solicitation and award pertaining to ARRA monies.
