The Housing Authority of the City of Ballinger, Texas (Hereinafter called the "Local Housing Authority") will receive proposals for the performance of Lead-based paint hazard consulting services in compliance with HUD regulations 24 CFR part 35 and the Texas Department of Health Environmental Lead Reduction Rules.  Services sought are:

· Inspection, as defined in 24 CFR part 35.1320 and TDH rules 295.202.  A final report must be submitted in accordance with the attached "final report" format.

· Risk Assessment, as defined in 24 CFR part 35.1320 and TDH rules 295.202

The Local Housing Authority reserves the right to award only one contract to one consultant after receipt of proposals.  The Local Housing Authority reserves the right to award the contract to the consultant deemed most qualified and not necessarily the lowest bid.  Based on the services provided by the Consultant, the Housing Authority reserves the right to retain the consultant to provide additional services, as required to prepare specifications for abating Lead-based paint hazards (if present) and monitor the work.

Valid proposals shall include:

· Pricing submitted on the accompanying bid form.

· Credentials as requested on the page "Credentials Required and Evaluation Criteria"

· Insurance certificates and/or legible copies of all insurance policies shall be required to be submitted with the proposal.

Each submission will be evaluated on completeness of requested information and supporting documentation as explained in the section on "Requirements".

The Local Authority reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to waive any informalities in the bidding.  No proposal shall be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days subsequent to the opening of bids without consent of the Local Authority.

SCOPE OF WORK COVERED BY THIS PROPOSAL:
The awarded firm shall conduct inspections for lead-based paint hazards for the Ballinger Housing Authority in accordance with HUD regulations 24 CFR part 35 and Texas Department of Health Environmental Lead Reduction Rules.  Miscellaneous areas are to include all common areas, playgrounds, and bare soil areas.  The cost for the miscellaneous areas shall be an hourly rate plus the cost of bulk sample analysis per sample.  The pricing requested for dwelling units shall be the cost to inspect one unit of the stated size.  The total cost shall be determined by the number of each size unit required to be tested times the appropriated cost per unit plus the cost to inspect miscellaneous areas, including any bulk sample analysis cost.

SCOPE OF WORK

b. TX077001 consists of 46 ea. Dwelling Units built in 1952, major modernization done in 1989 and currently; lead based paint inspection done in 1989 by Warrington, Inc. with all items containing lead, as met that inspection criteria, being abated in that modernization work.  Painting of these dwellings has been as required to meet HUD housing standards.  Number and sizes of dwelling units are as follows:

6 ea. 1 bedroom


16 ea. 2 bedroom


16 ea. 3 bedroom


8 ea. 4 bedroom

These dwelling units are located on 2 sites.

· 1 ea. Community Center which was originally a duplex containing 2 ea. 4 bedroom apartments.  The history of this building is the same as above; it is currently being converted to a community center.

· 1 ea. management/maintenance building.  The history of this building is the same as above with the following exceptions.  The original part of this building was built in 1952, with additions in 1989 and 1994.

· Work would also include the inspection of the exteriors of all buildings as well as grounds and playground equipment.
