	WHEREAS, for several years the City has extended insurance coverage to the employees and dependents of employees of 			Housing Authority; and





	WHEREAS, the coverage has traditionally been charged to the employees of


			Housing Authority at the City's cost, plus an administrative charge; and





	WHEREAS, the coverage of Housing Authority employees and dependents has been without the formalization of an interlocal agreement; and





	WHEREAS, the City Council retained an independent firm to audit the policy of extending insurance coverage to employees and dependents of outside agencies and the firm recommended the formalization of this policy by interlocal agreement; and





	WHEREAS, the parties have determined that it is in the best interest of both governing bodies to formalize the current policy of extension of insurance coverage to Housing Authority employees and their dependents:





	NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants of the parties hereto, to be by them respectively kept and performed, the parties hereby agree as follows:





	1.	The term of this agreement shall be for three years, beginning 		


and ending 			.  Either party may cancel this agreement by first providing the other party 60 days written notice of intent to cancel.





	2.	The City shall extend to the employees and dependents of the 		


Housing Authority the same insurance coverage for Health, Life and the Employee Assistance Program (EAP) coverage it extends to City employees and dependents.  The City shall charge the employees and dependents of the Housing Authority the actual cost of premium paid by the City, plus a 15% administrative charge.





3.				Housing Authority shall pay invoices submitted by City for insurance coverage within 30 calendar days of date of invoice.  Such payment by 				Housing Authority shall be made from current revenues and shall represent fair compensation for the services rendered.
