AGREEMENT BETWEEN

In consideration for the mutual covenants and obligations contained herein, the RC and the BHA agree to as follows:

That the BHA shall:

      A.
Recognize the RC as an elected representative body of the residents of the

__________________________________ Housing Development.

B. Seek tenant views, as presented by the RC, in the formulation and development of BHA’s management, policies and practices affecting public housing tenants.

C. Allocate the sum of $____________, which is ________ per occupied unit per          

year (herein referred to as Resident Participation Fund “RPF” money), for 

use by the RC pursuant to HUD Notice PIH 2001-3, dated January 18, 2001 (see attachment”A”),  The REP allocation is contingent upon approval of the HUD funding provided through operating budget for Low Rent Public Housing Program.

       D.  Make  payment to the RC in the amount of $______________ provided that 

       the RC submits an annual budget. Which is approved by both the RC and 

 BHA; and, that the RC agrees to submit monthly report expenditures  (with                                     


 copies of receipts, canceled checks, cashier checks etc. for each fiscal year.

       E. Convene meetings as necessary between the RC and BHA to review BHA    


 and RC matters.

       That the RC shall:


 A.  Maintain communication with development residents making them aware    


       of BHA policies, practices, and procedures.

B. Recruit and promote tenant participation in the development of programs 

designed  to:

I. Promote economic development

II. Promote social services, which may include working with the BHA Elderly Coordinator to plan events and activities.

III. Promote activities and events that are sponsored by the BHA

Client Services & Communications Program

IV. Provide for other needs as defined by tenants

C. Hold scheduled ResidentCouncil meetings at least once a month; hold  

HUD approved RC elections; and provide appropriate advanced 

notice of the date and time of such meetings to development resident and 

BHA staff.  At the request of the RC, BHA shall provide assistance in the annual election process.

      D.  Expend the CSC’s to promote serviceability, efficiency, and economic   

 stability in the operation of developments for general items of expense, in the   conduct of the business and activities of  the RC, not in contradiction of any provisions of law.

E.   Submit a total of (12) monthly reports of expenditures to the site manager by the 1st of each month.  All reports must balance with the correct amount of dollars expended.

This RC further acknowledges the right of the BHA, HUD, and the Comptroller General

of the United States to audit the expenditures of these funds.

Upon expiration of this agreement, a new contract must be signed in order to continue the

RPF funding.  This contract must be renewed, signed, and executed annually.
