We have done it both ways and are not sure one is any better than
the other. Right now we have a purchased copier but pay $30 per
month for service contract which includes all supplies except paper.
The machine works great!
***
We own the copy machine. With so many expenses monthly we
opted for purchase. For us it is simply better to use capital
expenditure monies and not pay a monthly leasing fee. Have not
had problems handling it this way.
***
Buy, purchase, etc., do not lease. You'll be leasing for 3 - 5 years
only to find out if you want the copier that you have you still have
to buy it from the leasing company. We purchased a large copier
with multiple functions outright and continue with an annual
maintenance agreement that includes the toner. Everything has
been great for the past 4 years and no monthly payments. It could
be purchased out of 1408 of Capital Fund money as owning your
own computer is definitely a management improvement.

We purchased our last copier through CFP funds.
***
I own a copy machine. I do not have any tips. Other than get a
good one use CFP money if need be but get a good one.

Been leasing for the last hundred years (ha). Our IKON
representative checks with us on a semi-regular basis and since
Canon has been purchased by RICOH, we got a great upgrade with a
better cost on our rate.

Since we are a small HA and laser printers are so cheap these days
we chose to purchase all in one machines that have the features we
use most, currently the HP M1522nf, cost around $300.00. You can
purchase an extended warranty but these came with a year and
when they die we will just replace them.

We have been leasing a copier from Xerox for about 3 years. Xerox
provides all maintenance/service on the machine (including
furnishing staples, toner, etc.). We pay $150.39 per month for
15,000 copies and only furnish the paper. It's great.
