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Has anyone successfully completed a Public Housing disposition application? If so, how long did it take to get it approved?

Yes- typically 90 days or so.
***
Yes.  DHA has done 9 or 10 of them.  It takes a long time.  4 to 6 months is a good turnaround.
***
I am finishing up one now. HSA prepared and submitted it, they are wonderful, I did whatever legwork they told me to do and I didn't run into any real problems. The Houston HUD office and The Chicago SAC office has been great to me, offering whatever help and guidance I might need during this whole process. I has taken this whole year and some of last year, but me being new to all of this probably had alot to do with the timeframe.

Well that's a tricky question and not easy to pin point. My disposition was actually approved awhile back and ready for release but, they realized they needed an updated appraisal and Phase 1 ER to complete the process. The appraisal took a month to get and now I'm waiting on the Phase 1 ER (which if they have everything they need it only takes about 10 days to complete). As soon as I receive it, I will submit it to SAC and they will approve the Disposition and submit it to the Houston Office, so I still don't have a timeframe on the whole process. I will keep you updated though.
***
Yes, I believe it was several months.
***
We disposed of one project of 10 units.  Lots of paperwork.  For discussion, contact me.  Cal Davis, New Boston.
***
Demolition or Disposition takes a long time. It took me 2 years to get it approved through Chicago Special Applications Center.  (Paris)
***
Flores Residential - Lots of applications for demolition and/or disposition.  Can take 60 days or longer depending of how well the application is prepared. 
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
