3/14/12 - What language do you have in your ACOP regarding residents doing 
daycare in their homes?  (restrictions, etc)

We allow them with written permission of the Landlord, to use the premises for legally permissible income producing purposes so long as the business does not infringe on the right of other Residents. All such business related uses of the premises must meet all zoning requirements and the Resident must have the proper business licenses. 
***
Our lease states: With written consent of Management, Resident and household
members may engage in legal profit making activities in the apartment, only
where Management determines that such activities are incidental to primary
use of the leased unit for residence by Resident and members of Resident's
household. We have not approved the use of any apartment for daycare.
***
No daycare out of units.
***
We have two sections for this.  Listed in the Lease:  "To use the dwelling unit as your sole and private residence for you and your household as identified in the lease, and not to use or permit its use for any other purpose."  Also we have listed in our Resident Handbook:  Conducting any kind of business (including child care services) in your apartment is prohibited - except that any lawful business conducted "at home" by computer, mail, or telephone is permissible if customers, clients, patients, or other business associates do not come to your apartment for business purposes."
***
 "With written consent of Management, Resident and household
members may engage in legal profit making activities in the apartment, where Management determines that such activities are incidental to primary use of the leased unit for residence by Resident and members of Resident's household."
 ***
Ours states businesses are not to be run out of the apartment.
***
This is in the lease, not the ACOP "With the prior written consent of the
PHA, members of the household may engage in legal profitmaking activities in
the dwelling unit."
***
Our lease says: "With the prior written consent of NHA, Resident and members of the household may engage in legal profit-making activities on the premises, when the NHA determines that such activities are incidental to the primary use of the premises for a residence by members of the household."
***
Our policy says they can run a home owned business with prior written
approval.  We have never received a request.
***
Authorization to do babysitting in home with letters from child's parent stating amount paid to resident for services and phone numbers for verification. 
***
With written consent of Management, Resident and household members may engage in legal profit making activities in the apartment, where Management determines that such activities are incidental to primary use of the 	leased unit for residence by Resident and members of Resident's household.

Not addressed in ACOP, but lease says, "with written consent of Management, Resident and household members may engage in legal profit making activiites in the apartment, where Management determines that such activities are incidental to primary use of the leased unit for residence by Resident and members of Resident's household."  I would address requirements in the "written consent."
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
