SCOOTER POLICY
(sample)


Your mobility scooter is important to you because it provides mobility where otherwise you may have some limitations.  However, with the increased number of scooters in the building, it is important to 					Housing Authority staff and the other residents that the scooters are being operated correctly and safely at all times. 

Please read the following scooter policy and sign below.

1. All residents must register their scooters with the development office.

2. Scooters must have the owner’s name and apartment # attached for identification.

3. There should only be one scooter in the elevator at a time.

4. When traveling in the hallway, a scooter must stay to the right at all times.

5. When turning corners in the hallway, scooters must sound horn and yield to the right.

6. No more than one person on a scooter at a time is permitted when traveling in the building or on
PHA property.

7. Scooters must not be left in the hallway or sidewalk where it obstructs pathway.

8. Do not bump elevator or entry doors.  It knocks them off track.  This has been primary reason for elevator breakdown.

9. Scooters must not be left unattended at any time.

10. Scooters may not be parked in lobby.

11. A resident is allowed to have only one scooter in the building.

12.  Moderate speed (not to exceed 3 miles per hour) must be observed at all times in the building.

13. In case of a fire or another similar emergency where an immediate evacuation of the building is necessary, scooters must not be ridden into the elevator because the computer automatically sends the elevator to the ground floor and locks it.

14. Scooter owner must report any damage to PHA property that was caused by their scooter.  Resident is responsible for payment of damages to PHA property from use of scooter by owner or any other person using owner’s scooter.

15. PHA is not responsible for the maintenance or the security of your scooter.

16. Please provide right-of-way to pedestrians. 

17. Do not operate mobile scooter under the influence of alcohol or prescription drugs which impair judgment.

I HAVE READ AND WILL OBEY ALL GUIDELINES CONCERNING THE OPERATION OF MY SCOOTER WHILE ON PHA PROPERTY.  I FURTHER UNDERSTAND THAT FAILURE TO ABIDE BY THESE RULES FOR THE SAFETY OF OTHERS IN THE BUILDING WILL RESULT IN THE REMOVAL OF MY PRIVILEGE TO USE MY SCOOTER IN THE BUILDING.
