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INFESTATION POLICY

The ____________________Housing Authority is responsible for making reasonable provisions for the extermination of roaches, ants, wood destroying organisms and bed bugs. This policy describes the Authority's procedure for handling serious infestations of such pests in the rental premises or in the adjoining rental units which may require vacating residents from their unit.

SECTION 1 - RESIDENT INVOLVEMENT:

In order for ____________________Housing Authority to eradicate an infestation in a resident’s unit and/or adjoining rental unit, resident will be required to cooperate with any such extermination process by complying with the requests of the Housing Authority’s Licensed Professional Pest Control Representatives.

Residents agree not to bring onto the property any furniture or personal property that was found on the street, that was purchased at any used furniture store or charitable organization without prior treatment or inspection or which residents have reason to believe could be infested with any pests.

SECTION 2 - TERMINATIONS:

The ____________________Housing Authority retains the right to terminate resident’s tenancy and require residents to vacate the rental unit in the event that the:

A. Resident’s action or inactions contribute to or result in a pest infestation;

B. Resident action or inaction prevents treatment of an infestation.

C. Resident fails to comply with the requirements of this policy.

If the ____________________Housing Authority terminates the tenancy according to this policy and tenant vacates within seven (7) days of such notice of termination, the tenant shall be released from any future financial obligations pursuant to the Lease, unless the infestation is caused or worsened as a result of the tenant’s actions or inactions, or as a result of tenant preventing or hindering treatment.
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
